	Award monies are disbursed on August 15, 2005.  Checks will be mailed directly to the Institution.    

	What are the recipients obligations?


	Recipients incur six obligations.    First, recipients who wish to renew their Scholarship Award must apply each year.    Second, renewal applications must be postmarked no later than April 15.    Third, recipients must maintain at least a 2.5 GPA (on a 4.0 scale).    Fourth, recipients have the responsibility to notify The Fund of any change of address, school enrollment or other relevant information.    Fifth, upon graduation from post-secondary education, Recipients will supply the H.O.P.E. Scholarship Fund with a photo of themselves (cap and gown is preferred).
